6. Carrots, beets, etc. should have tops removed from vegetable leaving about two inches of stem.
7. The following factors will be used for judging: trueness to variety, uniformity of shape, size, and color. Select specimens that are
perfect and show no blemishes of any kind. Make sure specimens are of high quality.
