Carbon�County�Fair�–�photo�taken�at�last�year’s�fair.�
Architecture�–�A�shot�that�focuses�on�the�unique�architectural�features�of�a�building�without�a�lot�of�background.
Flowers�–�Focus�on�Flowers�as�the�main�subject�as�the�main�subject�of�the�photo.�Can�be�close�up.
Critters�–�Any�type�of�creature�that�is�a�bug�or�insect�that�may�have�surprised�your�when�it�appeared.
Micro/Macro�–�Is�extreme�close-up�photography�of�usually�very�small�objects.
Weddings�–�Photography�of�activities�relating�to�weddings.
Fireworks�–�Any�kind�of�fireworks.
Sunsets/Sunrises�–�Focuses�in�the�sky�and�its�variety�of�colors�in�a�sunrise�or�sunset�and�should�include�landscape,�seascape,�etc.�in�the�scene.
